Day 4: Rome to Cascia.

Local lunch and
dinner at the hotel.

Day 5: Assisi - Loreto - Ancona - Split.

After breakfast, guided tour of Assisi, spend time in prayer at St.
Anthony's Basilica, then visit Loreto, the Holy House. Packed
lunch and then transfer to Ancona where we will board the ferry to
Split. Dinner on board the ferry with breakfast on board.
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Day 6-8: Split to Medugorje

On arrival into Split, we transfer to Medjugorje, we have free time
to spend visiting St. James church and walk up Apparition Hill and
Cross Mountain with a guided tour of Medugorje. Breakfast, lunch
dinner at the hotel.

Day 9: Medugorje to Crikvenica.
After breakfast, we travel to Crikvenica, with a packed
lunch and overnight with dinner at the hotel.

Day 10: Crikvenica - Venice - Padova .
Guided tour of Venice, boat transfer to St. Mark's Square,
packed lunch, dinner and overnight at the hotel in Padova.

Day 11: Padova - Montichiari
After breakfast, we visit St. Anthony's Basilica and spend time

in prayer. Local lunch on arrival at Montichiari where we
visit Rosa Mystica, dinner and overnight in Brescia.

Day 12: Brescia - Arenzano - Nice.

After breakfast travel to Arenzano. Visit the Shrine in
Arenzano, followed by local lunch and dinner and overnight in
Nice.




Day 13: Nice - Avignon
After breakfast, we have a guided tour of Avignon, visit the
Pope's Palace, local lunch, dinner and overnight in Avignon.

Day 14: Avignon - Lourdes
After breakfast, we travel to Lourdes. We have a packed lunch,
dinner and overnight in hotel in Lourdes.

Day 15: Lourdes Lignon - Lourdes

After breakfast, guided walking tour of Lourdes. Free time to
visit the church and attend mass. Lunch, dinner and overnight
in hotel in Lourdes. Free to attend the Rosary and Procession |
at night.

Day 16: Lourdes - Garabandal

After breakfast, we travel to Garabandal. Free time for prayer
at the church. We have a packed lunch,dinner and overnight
in Gijon.

After breakfast, we travel Santiago de Compostela. We visit
the church of St. James with a guided tour. Lunch and
dinner and overnight in hotel in Santiago de Compostela.

Day 18: Sandiago - Fatima

After breakfast, we travel to Fatima. Free time to visit
the church and surrounds. We have lunch and dinner
and overnight in hotel in Fatima.

Day 19-20: Fatima

After breakfast, we have a guided tour of Fatima, and free
time to visit the church, attend mass and partake in the night
Rosary and Procession. Lunch and dinner overnight at the
hotel in Fatima.

Day 21: Fatima - Lisbon
